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Humane Society of Charlotte Reduces Cat Adoption Fees in August 

 Additional Adoptions Expected to Mitigate Disruptions During Renovation Project

The Humane Society of Charlotte, a leading no-kill of adoptable animals facility that works to find homes for dogs and cats throughout the Carolinas, will be reducing adoption fees for cats beginning Aug. 1 to lessen potential disruptions during a renovation project at the Kitty Corner. 

Through the end of August, all cat adoption fees at the Humane Society of Charlotte will be reduced to $65, and the fee to adopt a second cat will drop to only $20. Adoption fees – regularly $85 for one cat – include all spay and neuter costs, up-to-date vaccinations, 30 days of free pet insurance, a microchip identification implant and four pounds of food. 

“This is a perfect opportunity to make two welcome additions to your family by adopting a pair of loving cats,” said David Miller, executive director. “Two cats not only provide twice the entertainment and companionship for people, but cats are also less sedentary and don’t look for as much mischief when they have a full-time, live-in playmate.”  

Adoption applications and photos of animals in need of a new home are available on the Humane Society of Charlotte’s Web site at www.humanesocietyofcharlotte.org. The Humane Society of Charlotte will continue to operate during normal business hours while renovations are underway. 

“These renovations will help make our facility more user friendly for the pet lovers who come here to make additions to their families, as well as for our dedicated staff and team of volunteers,” Miller said. “To minimize any potential disturbance these renovations may cause we’re making it more cost effective than ever to help find as many homes as we can for all of our playful cats.”

The Humane Society of Charlotte will undergo environmental and structural renovations in the Kitty Corner building at 2700 Toomey Ave. complex beginning in late August and continuing through the end of September. Heating, ventilating and air conditioning systems will be updated, and  structural improvements will provide greater access for the public and expand work areas for the staff and volunteers who provide care for the animals. 

The Humane Society of Charlotte helped reduce pet overpopulation by performing more than 7,500 spay and neuter surgeries in 2007 and continues to be one of the region’s leading placement agencies – last year the organization had the highest adoption rates in its history by placing nearly 1,400 pets in their new forever homes. According to the Humane Society of the Charlotte, an unspayed female cat and her offspring can produce 60,000 kittens per year; an unspayed female dog and her offspring can produce nearly 12,000 puppies each year.

The Humane Society of Charlotte provides low-cost spay and neuter surgeries for cats and dogs to reduce pet overpopulation throughout the Carolinas. Celebrating its 30th anniversary in 2008, the no-kill of adoptable animals organization provides pets with the love and attention they need to live happy and healthy lives while awaiting a new home. The Humane Society of Charlotte relies entirely on the support of generous donors, a dedicated staff and team of committed volunteers to provide the level of service that animal lovers and pets in the Carolinas have come to know and trust. The Humane Society of Charlotte believes that, with the continued support of the community, the goal of one day eliminating euthanasia in Mecklenburg County can be achieved.
