The Humane Society of Charlotte is a private 501(c)(3) non-profit 
organization that receives no federal, state or local funding and relies g g
solely on private donations and volunteers to advance its mission. 

In 2009, close to 2,000 animals were placed in new homes, which is 
an increase of over 250% from just four short years ago. 

The spay/neuter clinic, which opened in 1982, has performed over 
150 000 / t  i150,000 spay/neuter surgeries.

Spay/neuter surgery fees range from $53 to $74 and adoption fees 
range from $110 to $150  which are some of the lowest fees in the range from $110 to $150, which are some of the lowest fees in the 
region.

There are 100-150 animals on site and available for adoption at any p y
given time.
