PetPalooza 2008 helped raise more than $109,000 for thousands of homeless pets in the Carolinas, thanks to the support of corporate sponsors and the commitment from hundreds of animal lovers who braved inclement weather at the park.

The Humane Society of Charlotte helped reduce pet overpopulation by performing more than 7,500 spay and neuter surgeries in 2007 and continues to be one of the region’s leading placement agencies – last year the organization had the highest adoption rates in its history by placing nearly 1,400 pets in their new forever homes. According to the Humane Society of the Charlotte, an unspayed female cat and her offspring can produce 60,000 kittens per year; an unspayed female dog and her offspring can produce nearly 12,000 puppies each year.

The Humane Society of Charlotte provides low-cost spay and neuter surgeries for cats and dogs to reduce pet overpopulation throughout the Carolinas. Celebrating its 30th anniversary in 2008, the no-kill of adoptable animals organization provides pets with the love and attention they need to live happy and healthy lives while awaiting a new home. The Humane Society of Charlotte relies entirely on the support of generous donors, a dedicated staff and team of committed volunteers to provide the level of service that animal lovers and pets in the Carolinas have come to know and trust. 


The Humane Society of Charlotte believes that, with the continued support of the community, the goal of one day eliminating euthanasia in Mecklenburg County can be achieved.
